Opening Prayer 
Leader: Let us pray together the Daily Offering with the intentions of the Holy Father and our personal 
intentions:

For the Holy Father’s Intention for Christians in areas of conflict. Let us pray that Christians living in 
areas of war or conflict, especially in the Middle East, might be seeds of peace, reconciliation and hope, 
we pray to the Lord.

For all who hear and read God’s word with faith, that the Spirit may touch their hearts with joy, let us 
pray to the Lord.  R/. 

 
For all our family members who have died: bring them in joy to your eternal home, we pray to the Lord.

Lord, You have promised to be with your Church always, may the Holy Spirit inspire many more 
vocations to the priesthood and religious life, we pray to the Lord. R/. 
 
For those who’ve asked the help of our prayers, for those who have no one to pray for them, and for the 
intentions we hold in the silence of our hearts, we pray to the Lord. R/. 
  

Silent Reflection 
Let us keep silence before God – silent within ourselves – that our hearts and ears may be open. 
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Leader: Prayer Before Reading Scripture 
Heavenly Father, thank you for the Scriptures that were written for our instruction.  They reveal the 
depth and width of your great love and show us how to walk in a way that is pleasing to you. Amen.      
 
Scripture Reading: (Gal 3:22-29) 
A reading from the letter to the Galatians 
Brothers and sisters: Scripture confined all things under the power of sin, that through faith in Jesus 
Christ the promise might be given to those who believe. Before faith came, we were held in custody 
under law, confined for the faith that was to be revealed. Consequently, the law was our disciplinarian 
for Christ, that we might be justified by faith. But now that faith has come, we are no longer under a 
disciplinarian. For through faith you are all children of God in Christ Jesus. For all of you who were 
baptized into Christ have clothed yourselves with Christ. There is neither Jew nor Greek, there is neither 
slave nor free person, there is not male and female; for you are all one in Christ Jesus. And if you belong 
to Christ, then you are Abraham's descendants, heirs according to the promise.

All: Thanks be to God.

Reflection from Spe Salvi, 31 

 

Let us say once again: we need the greater and lesser hopes that keep us going day by day. But these are 
not enough without the great hope, which must surpass everything else. This great hope can only be 
God, who encompasses the whole of reality and who can bestow upon us what we, by ourselves, cannot 
attain. The fact that it comes to us as a gift is actually part of hope. God is the foundation of hope: not 
any god, but the God who has a human face and who has loved us to the end, each one of us and 
humanity in its entirety. His Kingdom is not an imaginary hereafter, situated in a future that will never 
arrive; his Kingdom is present wherever he is loved and wherever his love reaches us.
